Matters Arising

Local Area Coordination Team.

Sadie Ferguson and Susan Dalgleish introduced the work of the team which concentrates on working with adults from 16yrs to 65yrs who have mild to moderate learning and/or physical disabilities.
The team works with individuals and their families to help them to become more confident and support them to integrate into community activities and to build independent lives.
They also work alongside communities, supporting them to become more welcoming and inclusive.
They work with individuals and run a number of group based courses such as:

· Independent Living Courses.

· Lifestyle Management Courses.

· Peer Support Groups

Sadie will email information on team services to Jim who will circulate to mailing list to spread word about the service and encourage local groups/individuals to engage with them.

Stress Control 
Jim circulated some summary data from Ronnie Menzies about the Stress Control sessions held at Telford. The courses were well attended with around 90 people attending the first session and easing off through the 6 sessions – as per normal.

The Action Group would like to try and organise a follow up with day time sessions based in a local Community Centre and with more taster sessions – possible next spring. Jim will discuss with Ronnie Menzies.

Forth NP Community Plan
The Forth NP Community Plan is being updated for 2011 – 2014 and we need to update the Health & Social Care section – we are only producing a short summary version this time round.

Following discussion it was agreed that the existing priorities – improving mental health support services, increasing access to health service facilities, reducing the impact of drug and alcohol abuse and improving information about health services remain the main focus of the group.

Project Information Sharing 

Pilton Equalities Project – Franny reminded people about the PEP summer fair on 19 July and will send details again to Jim for circulation.
Granton Information Centre – Roddy reported that GIC had won the ongoing issue about a client receiving travel expenses for attending a rehabilitation centre. They have had continuing success with Employment Support Allowance Tribunals but as regulations are tightened they envisage this becoming more difficult.
NEDAC – Steph said they have a new alcohol worker starting and anticipate the waiting list dropping.

NHS Lothian – Kerry reported that she and Cathy Wood are moving to a new base at Astley Ainslie but that contact details will remain the same
Pilton Community Health Project – Dave reported that they submitted the lottery application linked to a Total Place approach - building some of the issues identified by the Edinburgh University Youth Transitions Study.  This will fit with the proposed Edinburgh Partnership Total Place pilot focusing on improving positive outcomes for CCHS pupils. 
Community Councils – General agreement that we needed to try and get more involvement in group from Community Councils. Jim to contact CCs.
