Minutes 

Minutes of previous meeting were agreed.
2.
Matters Arising
Dave reported that the Improving Futures application had been turned down. The Total Place proposal is being taken forward by Lynn Porteous from Children & Families and she will be attending the local Voluntary Sector Forum in August. 
3.
Stress Control.

Following the last meeting Jim contacted Ronnie Menzies to discuss a holding a follow up locally, with day time sessions based in a local Community Centre and with more taster sessions – possible next spring. Jim suggested Muirhouse Millenium Centre and West Pilton CC as possibilities. Ronnie Menzies visited both and while they could be suitable there was a question over accessibility – particularly by bus.

Following discussion it was agreed to check if North Edinburgh Arts could host sessions and what costs would be. Preferred dates would be from 21 February for 6 weeks and would need space from 10am – 1pm. Also check if a crèche could be held and again what costs would be. It was noted that Ronnie does not have budget for hall hire/crèche but agreed we could explore ways of meeting costs locally – including FNP Community Grants. Jim P to contact NEA.
Also agreed that we would need to promote service locally in order to ensure as many local people as possible could attend. A working group of Dave, Dione and Cathy would work with Ronnie on this once dates and venue have been confirmed.
4
North West Partnership Centre
At the last Forth Neighbourhood Partnership David White from NHS Lothian had again spoken about the proposed Centre at Muirhouse.

Little progress seems to have been made since Steve Whitton and Alan Howie spoke to the Action Group last year and there is some concern that local residents and voluntary groups now no longer feel involved/informed about the process.

It was felt that it would be an opportunity lost if local people were not involved in ongoing discussions around developing what services were to be on offer. It was also felt to be important that any new building brings benefit to the community and is not just a 9-5 office space.
Agreed to write to David White and Alan Howie asking them to Action Group update on timescale and ask how they intend to ensure ongoing involvement with local community and voluntary organisations. We should also highlight the opportunity that exists to be creative and develop a community hub that provides ongoing community benefit.

 Also agreed to include information on Centres such as Bromley by Bow as an example of an imaginative approach that includes health as well as opportunities for community capacity building, employment, etc.

Forth NP Community Plan
The Forth NP Community Plan is being updated for 2011 – 2014 and we need to update the Health & Social Care section. At last meeting it was agreed that the existing priorities – improving mental health support services, increasing access to health service facilities, reducing the impact of drug and alcohol abuse and improving information about health services remain the main focus of the group. Jim circulated draft text and it was agreed with addition of further priority of ‘Increasing Opportunities for Physical Activity and Healthy Eating.
