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Purpose of report
This report provides information on Community Grants decisions for the financial year 2011-12.  The report also gives final information for the Community Grants Fund (CGF)  for the financial year 2010-11
Main report

The CGF budget for 2010-11 was £48,026.  £31,424 was allocated to 17 projects by 7 July 2010.  The remaining £16,602 was allocated through a participatory budgeting approach at the £eith decides event on 27 November 2011, leaving a  zero balance.
The opening budget for the Leith Neighbourhood Partnership area for the year 2011/12 is £44,184.   The following was agreed by the Partnership Board on 14 June 2011:

· To allocate £15,000 at a £eith decides participatory budget event towards the end of the financial year.  Applications for grants up to £1,000 would be invited.
· Up to £19,184 could be allocated by the Funding Panel in June with further allocation of funding in October.  Applications would be considered up to a maximum of £3,000 with applications of up to £5,000 only being considered in exceptional circumstances.
