Minutes of previous meeting were agreed.

Matters Arising
Sister Ann reported that North Edinburgh News was working to produce a published edition of the paper around October.

Stress Control.

Following last meeting Jim contacted North Edinburgh Arts to check if they could host sessions from 21 February 2012 for 6 weeks – with space from 10am – 1pm. NEA are keen but have still to get back to Jim with costs and confirmation that they can take at preferred time/dates.

Jim also contacted Craigroyston Community High School and waiting to hear from them. Once we have details Ronnie Menzies will look at options.

It was noted that Ronnie does not have budget for hall hire/crèche but agreed we could explore ways of meeting costs locally – including FNP Community Grants. Also check if a crèche could be held and again what costs would be.
Also agreed that we would need to promote service locally in order to ensure as many local people as possible could attend. A working group of Dave, Dione and Cathy would work with Ronnie on this once dates and venue have been confirmed

North West Partnership Centre
At the last meeting it was agreed to write to David White and Alan Howie asking them to update the Action Group on timescale and asking how they intend to ensure ongoing involvement with local community and voluntary organisations. We should also highlight the opportunity that exists to be creative and develop a community hub that provides ongoing community benefit.

Jim drafted a letter which was agreed by group - to be signed by Dave as Chair and we anticipate a response by next meeting.
Agreed also to copy in Muirhouse & Salvesen Community Council.

Noted that the renovation of the Shopping Centre is due to go ahead soon and Dione said that Muirhouse Mediocal Practice have had recent discussions with Steve Whitton about relocating to new hub.

Forth NP Community Plan
Jim circulated draft text agreed at last meeting – including the addition of further priority of ‘Increasing Opportunities for Physical Activity and Healthy Eating.
It was agreed to make reference to highlight the recognition of social causes of the health inequalities impacting on the area identified in the initial consultation phase.
It was also agreed to use the term drug and alcohol ‘use’ rather than ‘misuse’.

Project Information Sharing 

PCHP – Dave reported that following the closure of Barri Grub and other developments PCHP have agreed to develop a food strategy for the area. They hope to appoint someone to take this forward in near future. Also noted that this years’ Million Steps will take place on 24 September in conjunction with North Edinburgh Community Festival.
GIC – Roddy said that due to new rules it was now becoming harder to pass medical tests to claim Employment Support Allowance and benefit now difficult to obtain – resulting in people coming off ESA and on to JSA, many inappropriately.
Losing ESA will have big impact on vulnerable residents of Forth and place increased demands on local projects who support them.
M&SCC – Sister Anne circulated a report to the Edinburgh Partnership giving an update on the proposed Total Place approach to improving positive destinations at CCHS. Jim to circulate report to mailing list.
