· SL: The Day Care Centre will replace Clermiston and The Tower.  People who attend Drumbrae will be transported in.

· Cllr Edie reported that a visit from Mike Crockhart MP took place on 7th October.   On the Drumbrae Primary School Site the new Drumbrae Care Service will be built.  This will have a 60 bed unit.  Sod cutting planned for November and there will be 100 people working there.  No local jobs at the moment but will in the future.

· Noted that planning application has now been approved for a 90 bed unit in the Cramond area.  It will be good for people in the area who would like to stay in Cramond and hopefully the bus service will be used more, but the planning application was controversial with some residents.
