The Draft Strategy was referenced at the Health, Social Care and Housing Committee 11th October, and a further briefing for elected members is currently being prepared. 

The Strategy should compliment the local community plans and a number of housing developments and potential schemes/public works were acknowledged. The new Forth crossing was identified as being a major influence and significantly impacting on any initiatives for Western Edinburgh.
