	· A successful police operation was carried out over the Easter holidays to address the ongoing problems with youth disorder and antisocial behaviour, particularly around the Tesco store.  A small amount of alcohol was seized from minors as a result.

· Problems are being caused by two known groups of youths, one group from the Royal High School and another from Davidson’s Mains itself.

· Instances of fire-raising at Tesco by youths setting fire to discarded cardboard behind the store.

· JC confirmed the store has external and internal CCTV.
