· Clarification of data on road traffic accidents and suicides –  EG: we have been advised that because the numbers of suicides are very small, we should not read too much into this data, and that other data around mental health is likely to be more significant. A call has gone out to Harry Purser to see if he can provide more data around the road traffic accidents statistics, and any clarification around the suicide data. PE: Are suicides people who live in the area?  EG: Yes.  Failed suicides?  SL: Police and Social Work should record this information.  Police would take to Edinburgh Crisis Centre but if not seen to have a mental illness then they will not be admitted to hospital.  It is the police responsibly to monitor and this may mean locking them up for the night in a cell.  NHS, Police, Social Work, etc should all work as a partnership on providing care.

	· PEdie:  The name has now been decided as The Drumbrae Library Hub and signage is on order.  The Day care is Drumbrae Day Support Service. 
· EG: Opening to the public at the end of January 2012.  Handover to SFC from Morrison Construction on 30th November.  8 weeks to fit out and the West Neighbourhood move on the weekend of 9th and 10th December and staff in on 12th.  All going to plan.
· SL: The Day Care Centre will replace Clermiston and The Tower.  People who attend Drumbrae will be transported in.
· PEdie:  Visit from Mike Crockhart MP took place on 7th October.   On the Drumbrae Primary School Site the new Drumbrae Care Service will be built.  This will have a 60 bed unit.  Sod cutting planned for November and there will be 100 people working there.  No local jobs at the moment but will in the future.
· PE: Planning applications has now been approved for a 90 bed unit in the area.  It will be good for people in the area who would like to stay in Cramond and hopefully the bus service will be used more.  Application did cause a lot of aggro though.

SL: got Zumba for older people.  PEdie:  Changing and showering at Drumbrae are communal so not very encouraging.  CW: What is in the area?  Publish events on the NP website?
