	In addition to SNT Officers we have utilised the Police Traffic Wardens and they in turn have attended on several occasions outside Corstorphine, Mary Erskine’s, Roseburn, St George’s and Carrick Knowe Schools. Their aims were to educate the drivers about safe parking in and around schools. The Traffic wardens also carried out speed checks, to discourage fast driving in and around the school area.  Due to the continued parking problems an enforcement phase was started. The Council Parking Attendants have attended on numerous occasions and have issued 16 fixed penalty tickets to offending motorists. 	Operation Cavity took place on the cycle paths within the Ward area, 294 cyclists were stopped and spoken to. The Operation involved SNT officers, CEC Wardens, Road Safety Officer and Crime Prevention Officer. The local junior road safety officers also got involved. 

Several people were warned regarding the manner of their cycling and others were given advice regarding the roadworthiness of their bikes. The Crime Prevention Officer security tagged 9 pedal cycles and security advice was offered to all those stopped. In addition, leaflets on safer cycling and cycle maps were distributed.

Members of the local community and users of the cycle paths and pedestrian walkways welcomed the police intervention and were encouraged to see police officers patrolling on pedal cycles.
