	High visibility foot patrols carried out by officers in hot spot areas. Operation Calabash took place from the 1st July to 21st August 2011 to target anti social behaviour and criminal activity by youths during the school summer holiday period. Police visited holiday clubs and engaged with youths and staff. Police also worked with CEC Community Learning and Development Officers who had organised holiday activities for children and youths in the West Neighbourhood Area and attended evening events for youths held at Gyle Park, 15th July 2011 and Clermiston Park on the 16th July. Officers took the mobile football pitch to the Rannoch Centre and engaged with local children. Licensed Premises visits were carried out and staff spoken to regarding licensing legislation and their duties/responsibilities in the sale/supply of alcohol. During August 2011, there were 19 calls to the WE14 beat area, which covers Drumbrae Avenue and Duart Cresent. This is a reduction when compared to August 2010 figures for WE14 .
