Project Information Sharing

M&SCC – Sister Anne circulated a report to the Edinburgh Partnership giving an update on the proposed Total Place approach to improving positive destinations at CCHS. Jim will circulate the report to mailing list. Action – Jim
NEDAC- Stef reported that new approach to addiction work seems based on recovery rather than reduction and involves high level of information recording and paperwork.
PEP -  Helen reported that CEC is undertaking a review of Community Transport and that after March this year the service will go out to tender. PEP provide a transport service for over 70 local groups and the loss of this service would have a major impact on vulnerable groups locally.
CORE – Adil circulated an update on CORE activities. Jim will forward it electronically.

Trinity CC – Janet said that St Columba’s Hospice is under going a major redevelopment and will relocate to the Trefoil Centre temporarily. A date for the relocation has not been set but there is some concern about how easily families will be able to access the Trefoil Centre.
Cathy asked if anyone was aware of Anger Management Support services operating in Edinburgh and if others had found this a problem. It was suggested that the Community Psychiatric Nursing service may offer something and Cathy will check and report back.
