Matters Arising
Dave reported that training for staff and volunteers is going ahead. Libraries still not getting info back from a number of projects with some projects saying they don’t want to put info on website. Jim and Dave to follow this up.

North West Edinburgh Partnership Centre
Alan Howie from SfC gave an update on progress. 

3 optionss are still being investigated for site – Muirhouse Shopping Centre, NELO or a split site. 

Delivery vehicle is the Scottish Futures Trust and Space have won tender to deliver in Edinburgh. Space will build Centre and lease back.

Various Health and CEC services could be accommodated and by December they hope to have clarity on what services will be there and how much space needed. Intend to put a ‘business case’ to SFT early in new year.

Development could be phased over a number of years. Hope to start build in 2013
CEC also want to appoint a masterplanning team for Muirhouse by December and clarity on siting of Health Centre would help this process. St Pauls would like to be involved in masterplanning along with NEA and Libraries.

Dave asked how voluntary sector can get involved – as they are keen to explore different models of delivery, including social enterprises.

Janet said that whatever building was put up then the planners should orientate it to minimise effects of prevailing weather.

Alan will take this back to the Hub Planning Group and raise with Steve Whitton from NHS

Mental Health Seminar
Dave has arranged for Linda Irvine to attend the meeting on 15 December to talk about the new Mental Health and Inequalities Strategy. Agreed to invite local service providers and use the session to identify what is being planned and how this fits with local need/service provision. Venue will be at NELO.

Project Information Sharing
Allison said that NEDAC now have a full complement of staff and are taking referrals.

Dione said that the surgery had given 800 ‘flu shots last month. They have also got money from Scotmid to bring a one woman play dealing with HIV issues to NEA in February and will circuilate more details when available.

Dave said it now looks as if they will find out about CEC funding for next year by Xmas but is still concerned aboutwhen they will hear about NHS Lothian funding and this continues to cause uncertainty. Cathy will follow this up within NHS Lothian.
