	Youths causing annoyance at Bughtlin Market, Drumbrae Leisure Centre to Drumbrae Avenue, including Duart Cresent
	Operation Cerise took place between 1ST and 6TH November with partners including CEC West Neighbourhood Environmental Wardens and Community Safety Officers and Lothian and Borders Fire and Rescue to target anti social behaviour and youth calls on the lead up and during Guy Fawkes night. The operation had two phases, one being education and the second phase being hi-visibility patrols in hot spot areas to prevent/detect crime and asb. 

SNT have been working with staff at McDonalds to reduce youth calls. Officers have carried out hi visibility patrols in the area and visited the premises. Youths causing annoyance have been spoken to and dealt with by the police.    

Hi visibility patrols on foot, mobile and bicycle have been carried out in the identified hot spot areas. Youths have been spoken to, searched/ alcohol confiscated where legislation permits. Youths have also been taken home and parents/guardians informed of their anti social behaviour.

Licensed Premises checks have also been carried out, no offences detected.

In September, there were 19 youth calls to WE15 beat and 22 youth calls to WE14 area. These beats cover the areas identified in Priority 1.  In October, there were 23 youth calls to WE15 beat and 15 youth calls to WE14 area.
