18-year-old Allan Smith from South Queensferry broke the record by reaching 2.10m. Allan is currently studying the Sports Performance course at Edinburgh’s Telford College and jumps for Shaftesbury Barnet Club. As part of his Sports Performance programme at Telford he is provided with a professionally supported full-time course to improve his fitness. 

This sports performance course at Telford is one of many which aims to integrate educational pathways with performance opportunities to maximise the athletic potential of young sportspeople in a selected range of sports. I credit the ‘strength and conditioning’ coaching I’ve been undertaking at Telford a lot to my success - the weights must be working!”
