3. Confiscate alcohol/cigarettes from underage youths.

4. Take youths who appear to be under the influence of alcohol or other substance home to their parents/guardians.

5. SNT officers to give inputs on anti social behaviour to local schools.

6. SNT Officer to carry out crime prevention survey.

7. CEC West Neighbourhood Environmental Wardens/Community Safety Officers to work in partnership with police and carry out patrols and share information.

8. SNT Officers to carry out enquiries into any anti social behaviour and if possible report offenders.

9. SNT Officers to offer staff advice on safety.

10.  SNT Officers to liaise on a regular basis with the manager of the store.

11. CEC to explore the possibility of gaining the assistance of a ‘detached youth worked’.
