	Indiscriminate parking of vehicles at Primary and Secondary schools in ward      
	Hi visibility patrols have been carried out by SNT officers to deter inconsiderate/dangerous parking of vehicles at the beginning and end of the school day.  SNT Officers have liaised with all schools and positive feedback has been given to police by both school and parents. A police presence does deter parking problems.  Each school has a nominated police liaison officer who is responsible for any school related issues.Weather conditions, school closures and school holidays have impacted on this priority during this period. Joint patrols with CEC West Neighbourhood Area Environmental Wardens have been organised and joint patrols will be carried out  in the next few weeks.

	Anti social behaviour by youths in the Craigmont Hill and Drumbrae Walk area
	There were 29 youth calls in the ward area during December 2010, which is down from 49 calls in December 2009 and a decrease from the 44 calls in November 2010. There were 12 calls to the WE15 beat which covers the Craigmount Hill and Drumbrae Walk area. Some of these calls relate to snowball incidents. Regular evening patrols have been carried out. At the start of this priority 10 youths were found in a stair in Craigmount Hill during the early part of the evening in possession of alcohol. Alcohol was confiscated, youths warned about their behaviour and letters sent to parents. This early action would appear to have had a positive impact on this issue.  Patrols have continued with community officers checking foyers/stairs for youths gathering and the number of calls from residents has decreased.  A letter drop to all residents in Craigmount Hill was carried out and visits made regularly to the youth café at Craigmount Community Wing, where police engaged with youths and discussed anti social behaviour. School Liaison Officer is working closely with Craigmount High School and attends meetings regularly with staff and gives inputs to pupils of all years. During this period Community Officers took part in the xmas operation which targeted anti social behaviour. This operation was a success with youth calls down 58% when compared to same period in 2009. Another operation has been organised for the school holidays in February which will see community officers carry out hi visibility foot  and mobile patrols in identified hot spot areas, a football event for youths will take place on the 16th February  at the Drumbrae Leisure Centre  and the mobile cinema will be used at the Rannoch Centre ( time and date tbc). The police have also requested that the council consider installing mobile CCTV cameras in the area and a costing is being carried out.  A decision will be made in the near future.

	Anti social behaviour by youths between Drumbrae Leisure Centre, Drumbrae Terrace and Scotmid, Drumbrae Place
	There were 29 youth calls in the ward area  during December 2010, which is down from 49 calls in December 2009 and a decrease from the 44 calls in November 2010. There were 11 calls to the WE14 beat which covers this area. Hi visibility foot and mobile patrols have been carried out regularly and community officers have engaged with youths whilst out on patrol. Officers have liaised with staff at both the Rannoch Centre and Drumbrae Leisure Centre and engaged with public and youths using the facilities. Officers have attended the ‘open all hours’ evenings for youths at the Drumbrae Leisure Centre on a Friday evening. There were a number of snowball incidents reported to police, however numbers were low.  From the 1st of January to date, there have been very few youth calls and those reported have been in the Duart Cresent/ Dochart Drive area. The bad weather and low temperature will have impacted on youth calls. During this period Community Officers took part in the xmas operation which targeted anti social behaviour. This operation was a success with youth calls down 58% when compared to same period in 2009. Another operation has been organised for the school holidays in February which will see community officers carry out hi visibility foot  and mobile patrols in identified hot spot areas, a football event for youths will take place on the 16th February  at the Drumbrae Leisure Centre  and the mobile cinema will be used at the Rannoch Centre ( time and date tbc).
