Programme of Events
Winter/Spring 2011 – sample programme

Session 1 – Formative pruning – Tuesday 8th February.
We will carry out formative pruning at a new local woodland and learn about tree species and how woodlands develop and mature.
Session 2  – Community gardening – Tuesday 15th February.
We will take a trip to a new community food growing project in south Edinburgh, where we will learn a bit about the project and help them develop the site so that people can drop in and help with growing vegetables.  All produce is shared with the volunteers who help at the site.
Session 3 – Environmental art – Tuesday 22nd February
We will be learning a bit about environmental art and trying out some ideas.  During the course of the day, we will make a temporary artwork in the woods.  
Session 4 – Formative pruning – Tuesday the 1st March
We will continue with the work started in week 1, and maybe clear a whole woodland section. 
Session 5 – Willow weaving – Tuesday  8th March
We will be learning how to make things with coppiced willow.  This will be an indoor session.
Session 6 – Formative pruning and bulb planting – Tuesday  15th March
We will continue with the work started in week 1, and will also plant some bulbs, such as bluebells, snowdrops and daffodils.
Session 7 – Tai chi and adult education – Tuesday 22nd March
Tai chi is an exercise style originating from China which helps with both physical and mental well-being.  We will try this out for a session, and then learn a bit about adult education courses that are available in the area.

Session 8 – Invasive species management – Tuesday 29th  March
We will be clearing rhododendron (an invasive species) from a native woodland to allow native ground plants to grow in the area, thus improving the biodiversity of the woodland.
Session 9 – Bush Craft – Tuesday 5th April
We will travel to Almondell and Calderwood Country Park to learn about bush craft skills, including starting fires, making shelters and learning what in the woodland can be safely eaten.

Session 10 – Tree planting (weather dependent) – Tuesday 12th April
We will do some tree planting or woodland management in the Pentland Hills as long as the weather is good enough for us to go up on to the hill.
