Matters Arising
Dave reported that demand at PCHP for the Health Information pilot has been low and that they will now focus more on outreach work. He also said that Muirhouse Library is due to launch their part of the pilot soon.

Activcity Cycle North Edinburgh
John Geelan from Steer, Davies & Gleaves gave a short presentation on the Activcity Cycle North Edinburgh. The project aims to:
· Increase cycling among adults and children in the North of Edinburgh

· Increasing the number of people achieving their recommended levels of physical activity
The project aims to work with:
· Children

· Young people 

· Young women

· Older adults

· Ethnic minority groups

· Families and adults from the lowest socio-economic groups.  

· Focused on the ‘inactive’, those who are socially isolated or affected by low confidence, low self-esteem, poor mental health and well being.
They have worked with a number of local projects including Core, PYCP, Royston Wardieburn Community Centre and Craigroyston Primary School.
The project finishes in May and it was recognised that groups will need help to encourage them to continue cycling initiatives. John will be identifying sources for potential ongoing funding. He will pass this to Jim P when available for circulation to Forth NP groups.

It was also agreed to discuss this at the next meeting and invite groups who John has worked with to the meeting to discuss ways of funding ongoing work. It was also agreed to invite the Active Schools Coordinator.

 Jim P will try and identify a list of possible funding opportunities. Also agreed that we could broaden this out to look at the future of other activity initiatives including walking – invite Donna O’Donnel the Walking Coordinator at PCHP.

‘A Sense of Belonging’
Cathy introduced the previously circulated response to the Joint Strategy for Improving Mental Health. 

It was agreed that Cathy had done a good job of summarising the key points and the response was agreed with some minor changes. Cathy will make changes and forward to Jim for final circulation before sending to Linda Irvine at NHS.

Project Information Sharing 

Food & Health Training Hub – Lyndsay said they are continuing work with older people, CORE and PROP.

Granton Information Centre – Roddy reported that they are dealing with a high level of appeals linked to the roll out of Employment Support Allowance (ESA). Pattern seems to be that vast majority of people are being passed as fit for work but GIC are winning 75% of the appeals they take on. He also updated on the travel expenses to hospital issue and said they are taking this to the Ombudsman and will report on outcome.
Pilton Community Health Project – Dave reported that they and other organisations are looking at a possible lottery application in response to some of the issues identified by the Edinburgh University Youth Transitions Study.
NHS – Cathy reported that she has been asked to meet with Edinburgh City Mission to discuss their Basics Bank – providing free food to local families for the West Pilton Christian Centre. Cathy will attend meeting and report back. It was recognised that there is always a need for families to be able to access free food at certain stages – particularly while awaiting access to benefits.
SFC – Jim reported that the next Forth Neighbourhood Partnership Public Meeting will take place on Wednesday 11th May from 6.30 – 8.30pm at Telford College. The theme will be local regeneration and will likely include an update on the Muirhouse Partnership Centre. More details will be available soon.
