Matters Arising
Hazel reported that she and Cathy Wood had met with the Basics Bank and confirmed that they are providing services to around 30 families across Forth.

Health Inequalities Framework Consultation Event.

CEC are currently organising a number of events to consult on the new Health Inequalities Framework and have proposed a joint event for Forth, Inverleith and (possibly) Leith Neighbourhood Partnerships.

The intention would be to invite health subgroup members, as well as voluntary organisations (including their board members and service users), GPs, health visitors etc. to get a more local perspective. Possible dates are 31 May or 1 and 2 June with timing of 6-8pm
Inverleith NP has indicated they would be interested and Drylaw Church Hall has been suggested as a possible venue.
It was agreed that it would be worth holding an event and that any of the dates would suit as would Drylaw Church as a venue. Jim P will liaise with Elaine Lennon and Margaret Barbier to organise and get information out to people as soon as possible.

Project Information Sharing 

Food & Health Training Hub – Lyndsay said they are holding training session on knife skills on 12 May.

Pilton Equalities Project – Theo reported that they will be holding a taster session with Ronnie Menzies as a precursor to the Stress sessions being held at Telford College starting 3 May. Dave reported that PCHP had also had Ronnie along to meet with staff and users. Jim reported that a recent email he received from Ronnie suggested that take up was very good and sessions almost fully subscribed. Jim hopes to attend first session and will report back.

Pilton Community Health Project – Dave reported that they and others are still working on a possible lottery application linked to a Total Place approach - lnked to some of the issues identified by the Edinburgh University Youth Transitions Study.  This will fit with the proposed Edinburgh Partnership Total Place pilot focusing on improving positive outcomes for CCHS pupils. He also highlighted opportunities that may arise from the Big Lottery ‘Improving Futures’ initiative – building on the Scottish Governments Early Years Framework.
