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C&D NP - Community Safety Sub-Group

Briefing Note to Neighbourhood Partnership Business Meeting 

10th January 2012

A further meeting of the Community Safety sub-group was held on 5th October

2011.  The Community Safety sub group agreed the following three priorities. These are each followed by action to date to tackle these:

· ·To monitor anti social behaviour in the Lady Nairn and Meadowfield areas and address any issues identified.
Increased uniform patrols have taken place along with plain clothes officers being deployed in the area. There have been no identifiable patterns of ASB and no trend of incidents being reported. Monitoring will continue.
· To reduce anti social behaviour in the Figgate Park area 
Uniform and plain clothes patrols have continued in this area and no new alcohol seizures have taken place although some youths are still being found in the park. This indicates a change in behaviour although no new areas for drinking have yet been reported or found.

· To reduce littering and associated anti social behaviour by High School pupils at lunchtimes and after school.
Officers have given attention to the area at the relevant times where possible and engaged with youths regarding their behaviour and its impact. SNT and the School Link Officer continue to educate young people at schools.  The CEC are planning an initiative in January as the have the lead in this pririoty. 
In addition: 

· An initiative took place fro a week in October to tackle a rise in reported ASB incidents in and around the Piershill area.  This coincided with an investment made in the area for play equipment for young people. A multi agency initiative was implemented, including the City of Edinburgh Council, local SNT, NHS community flat and Buz bus. Surgeries were held for local people to raise their views. Police and Council officers jointly patrolled the area, speaking to residents and dealing with issues that arose. 

· On the 4th and 5th November, the yearly firework initiative was run in the Craigentinny/Duddingston and Craigmillar/Portobello wards. This involved police, Lothian and Borders fire and rescue service, Community safety wardens and the Holyrood park wardens. The initiative was highly successful, in terms of the safety of people enjoying the weekend and the minimal number of calls.  The joint approach to prevention on the lead up coupled with a swift and robust response to any calls, ensured a safe and enjoyable weekend.  

· A ‘Have Your say’ week took place in October 2011.  This was a joint exercise involving Council, police and youth providers. The aim was to offer a variety of engagement opportunities to identify what matters most, in terms of community safety, to people who live work and visit the ward. 

· Operation Dresser was the festive police reassurance initiative that was implemented in the main shopping areas in the ward. It aimed to provide a highly visible police presence to prevent crime and reassure the public. 

· A Multi Agency case Conference was convened by the police in response to hate crime and other related incidents experienced by a family in the ward. The family, Police, Council Housing, School and Mufti Cultural Family Base met and various actions were progressed to assist the family and deal with the hate crime robustly.  This is still on going but, to date, has proved effective in helping the family.

· A further ‘Have Your say’ week has just been completed and the results will be presented to the next Community Safety Sub group meeting. 
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
