It was noted that Early Years in Queensferry were turning people away due to high demand.

The Davidson Mains club has started quietly. The venue is limited however, the efforts of the young people are to be commended. Young people attending a local conference called in to question the behaviour and attitudes of adults.
Attention was drawn to the fact that some venues were not included in the opportunities available to young people, eg. After school provision, Libraries, Churches. 
	

	Edinburgh Leisure reported that Open All Hours was functioning well at Kirkliston and Drumbrae. Unfortunately, Queensferry Recreation Centre is limited to one football pitch as the others are in a state of disrepair.
	

	It was agreed that there was a need to identify key objectives for the sub group and to compile a concise summary of the purpose of this group. It was recognised that the remit should comply with the Almond Neighbourhood Plan and embrace work being carried out with the 0-18 years age group. The sub group needs to consider the work already being carried out by S.P.Y.S. and the early years forum.
Consideration will be given to local demography, when comparing the levels of service provision in each area. 
	

	Libraries were pleased to announce an increase in the summer reading challenge and there was more tasks completed in the Quest seekers challenge. There is a concern about securing funding to continue upgrading software for the consoles.
