>It was recognised that the area plan was a work in progress but is proving to be a valuable planning and evaluation tool.

>Maria clarified that adult education has been included in the remit of this group as a specific request from the Almond Neighbourhood Partnership.

	Information sharing
LB police are organising a ‘week of action’ in Ratho Station during the half term break (15-19/02/10). The police will present a high profile campaign which will address youth anti social behaviour.

An offer of support was given by the Sub Group if it was required.

The Cool Down Crew will be reported at the next meeting. This is a LBFRS referral initiative, aimed at 12-13 year olds. The group wish to discuss further with Gordon how they might support referrals to this and other initiatives.
A Duke of Edinburgh Award scheme is being developed in Kirkliston.

A dedicated youth work base will be created in the basement of the Rosebery Hall. The focus will be on  issue based work and will positively target young people  who are at risk of offending, vulnerable, requiring additional support.

Getting It Right For Every Child (G.I.R.F.E.C.)
This is an early intervention strategy, which will aim to prevent referred work. It will be prioritised in areas of deprivation then rolled out across the city. Maria will give a presentation to the group after the summer.
There is to be a follow up HMIe inspection of Queensferry High School Learning Community (CLD partners) during the week commencing 22/02/10. Maria keen for partners to be involved in focus groups and visits, especially with regard to youth participation.

Maria reported back on the proposed closure of the Leisure Centre in S Queensferry. This is only a proposal at this stage as part of the ‘Community Access to Schools Review’. No decisions have yet been made and there is to be further information gathering re the pros and cons. A final report will go to Council in the spring.
