	2. Matters Arising

	3. Under 12’s sub group report.
Theresa reported that the last meeting of group had been cancelled and the next meeting is this afternoon. In the meantime work has carried on:

GIRFEC is progressing well and a lot of effort going into ‘bedding it in’ locally.

West Pilton Children & Family Centre has closed and relocated to CCHS – early reports is that it continues to be used well in the new setting.

	5. Forth Neighbourhood Partnership Young People’s event
Tom gave a report back on this very successful event:

	6. Viewfinder 3
Christine and Derek to summarise issues in Viewfinder Report for Forth NP and pass to Jim to circulate for next meeting. Agreed to discuss Community Plan future priorities at next meeting and use Viewfinder report to help identify priority issues for young people.

	7. Transition Programme – primary to secondary schools.
Agreed there is a lot of good work going on but some concern that there is no overall coordination of the transition process now that the working together teams have had their remit changed.
Christine will check with the primary heads to look at what is happening across Forth and what could be improved and bring paper back to next meeting. Focus will be on what could be done next year – too late for this year.

Margaret said that ETC are already involved in working with local secondary schools in the transition to further education and would be happy to get involved with primary schools – they are already involved with Forthview primary.



	8. Muirhouse Library
Kathy reported they have been working with MYDG, police and CFC staff and the feeling is that the situation is much improved.
Library staff are now more settled and have had training in dealing with challenging behaviour.

Kathy also updated on the Libraries for You initiative which will see much more IT being installed in library and they are consulting with young people on what they would like to see in library.

Jim to put Kathy and Stephen on mailing list.



	9. Over 12’s Report
Christine reported that a session was held on 19 May with Mgt Committees to review work of the Forth Youth Work Consortium with a further meeting to be held in July for forward planning. This will identify future priorities that Christine will bring back to the Action Group. They will also be looking at financial planning in light of current tough financial climate.
Peter reported that a big challenge is what happens when Just the Job funding runs out at end of July. Clare Watt from NET will produce a final report. Jim to ask Claire for copy of report for circulation to Action Group – agreed issue could be brought to a future full Neighbourhood Partnership meeting.
Christine has spoken to Dave Hewitt about the issue of Young People and Health. PCHP have funding to work in schools with young people on issues such as mental health and it was agreed that Christine invite Dave to a future Action Group meeting.

	

	10. Partner Information Sharing

Peter reported on their summer programme and reported that they have now got access to CCHS during holiday period – a big step forward.

Derek reported that publicity for the North Edinburgh summer programme will be in schools by 7 June.
Tom asked about summer programme for Trinity schools and Derek will check and get back to him.

Debbie reported that Edinburgh Leisure have a programme of summer activities which they have circulated widely.

Edinburgh’s Telford College is finalising a summer programme and will circulate when available.

Christine said that a website for summer activities has been set up www.edinburgh.gov.uk/summerprogramme and posters and postcards will be sent to schools advertising it. Local voluntary organizations have been invited to submit programmes for inclusion.  She also reported that RWCC rebuild is finally about to go out to tender.
