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2. MINUTES OF MEETING OF 21st OCTOBER 2009 

2.1 These were approved as an accurate record of the meeting. 

3. MATTERS ARISING 

3.1.1 There was no Matters Arising.
4. YOUTH ENGAGEMENT SEMINAR/STRATEGY
4.1 In addition to the report and draft Youth Engagement Strategy previously circulated, Scott added that he had developed the strategy based on the discussion and outcomes from the seminar event.
4.2 Based on the strategy circulated, those present felt that it offered a wide range of options in which to improve engagement with young people and also highlighted a common sense approach to the engagement process.
4.3 The group agreed that the strategy should be presented to the Liberton Gilmerton Partnership Board with recommendation that it is adopted and then circulated to all aspects of the sub structure.

5. EDINBURGH SOUTH YOUTH FORUM 

5.1 Jade informed the group that whilst the forum is currently in a state of flux, an opportunity exists for young people to participate in a new training programme devised by Young Scot.
5.2 This will involve young people being involved in shaping the programme from the beginning and will include themed approaches such as communication skills, multi media skills and research.

5.3 The participants will work and train alongside key officials and will discuss items such as Neighbourhood Partnerships and how to engage more young people in the work of the Partnerships.

5.4 At present, it is suggested that the sessions will be held over 8 Friday afternoons however, this may change depending on the views of the young people involved in the planning group.

5.5 Jade also added that RUTS are looking to do some work in the area which would attract young people who may otherwise participate in the Rathbone open sessions therefore, Rathbone have agreed to put the open sessions into abeyance for the time being to avoid overlap.

5.6 Scott thanked Jade for her update.

6. NEIGHBOURHOOD PARTNERSHIP THEMATIC MEETING
6.1 In addition to the paper previously circulated, Scott informed the group that the Neighbourhood Partnership had agreed last year to develop a minimum of 2 thematic meetings/events in an attempt to make the partnership more inclusive and to allow greater participation from different sectors of the community.
6.2 December witnessed the first of these events whereby a ‘market place’ event was held aimed at promoting older peoples services and this has proved to be a great success.

6.3 The Partnership Board have already agreed that the next themed meeting should be ‘Engaging Young People’ and this is to take place in June 2010.

6.4 It has been suggested that the Youth Issues Group takes a lead role in developing the event. Scott suggested that as yet there was no format agreed and that it was hoped young people would be fully involved in developing the event and assisting to lead on the day.

6.5 It was agreed that the Youth Issues Group would effectively manage the event on behalf of the Neighbourhood Partnership and in order to take this forward, it was agreed to establish a working group involving (either agreed or suggested:

6.6 Scott Donkin, David Haden, Douglas Jeffrey, Niki Power, Andrina Hansen, Jade Mooney, Andy Chittick, Mike Bell.
6.7 It was agreed also to recommend to the Neighbourhood Partnership that the event is rescheduled to take place on Friday 18th June in an attempt to engage more young people.
6.8 Scott will convene a meeting of the working group as soon as possible.

7. LOCAL SPORTS FORUM DEVELOPMENT 
7.1 Stewart Laird informed the group that the inaugural meeting of the Liberton Gilmerton Sports Forum had taken place the previous evening.
7.2 The meeting had been very positive with a wide range of sports represented and it was agreed that the forum could act as a positive mechanism to develop a range of joint initiatives such as sports festivals and that there may be opportunities to access joint funding.
7.3 It has been noted that with Scotland hosting the 2014 Commonwealth Games, opportunities may arise to access funds to increase sporting opportunities and the forum are keen to be in a position of readiness for this.
7.4 The forum also discussed the possibility of becoming constituted which will assist with any future funding bids and for it to be recognised as a body to lobby for improved facilities, access and funding.
7.5 The forum will now continue to meet and where possible attract increased membership. The forum will act as a sub group of the Youth Issues Group and continue to report back.
7.6 Scott thanked Stewart for his update.
8. SOUTH NEIGHBOURHOOD OFFICE – LIBRARY PROVISION
8.1 Scott informed the group that there are plans to redevelop the foyer area of the South Neighbourhood Office and as part of the plan, a self help library provision will be included.
8.2 In a paper previously circulated, Vanessa Ferguson, Library Development Officer is keen to gather the views and input from young people in terms of how this will be developed.

8.3 Scott suggested that in terms of timing, an opportunity exists to include this as element of the development of the June event and any engagement with young people as part of this.

8.4 This was agreed.

9. MEMBERS UPDATES
9.1 Health Opportunities Team
9.1.1 Caroline informed the group that a consultation undertaken by Lyn Paterson is drawing to an end and an outcome will see the creation of a Young People’s Sexual Health Drop in.
9.2.1 HOT will also operate a Physical Activity & Emotional Wellbeing service in partnership with Edinburgh Leisure and Community Learning & Development. This will be provided at The Base.

9.3.1 It will be promoted through the high schools, youth clubs and partner agencies. Up to 10 spaces are available for the service.

9.2 Community Learning & Development – Redesign
9.1.2 Scott tabled a document provided by Douglas Jeffrey which provides details of the proposed redesign of the CLD service.

9.2.2 Scott asked that if anyone had any questions to contact Douglas.

9.3 Drop In Facilities
9.1.3 Andy suggested that as part of his work, he is keen to explore the development of drop in facilities.

9.2.3 Scott suggested that as part of the youth engagement strategy there is an aspect which seeks to identify the current level of participation and resources in the area. Upon completion, it is likely that this will promote any gaps in provision and this may be a positive starting point.

9.3.3 This was agreed.

9.4 Youth Providers Forum
9.1.4 Karen tabled the notes from the recent Youth Providers Forum for information.

9.2.4 The forum has discussed the possibility of becoming constituted and this is currently available in draft form.

9.3.4 Rathbone are offering training on Hear by Rights and anyone interested should contact Karen or Mike Bell.
