Stations Community Regeneration Fund (SCRF)

Transport Scotland and ScotRail have announced a second wave of funding through the Stations Community Regeneration Fund (SCRF). The aim of the fund is to make use of disused railway station buildings by turning them into either a business meeting passenger or community needs, or a project which contributes to the local community.

The Fund can be used to carry out structural repairs to buildings over and above normal railway works or to meet up to 50% of fit-out costs of the building for its intended use. No funding limit exists, however, any application seeking funding of £75,000 or more must be supported by a feasibility study. Glaxosmithkline Impact Awards

The GlaxoSmithKline IMPACT Awards have been running since 1997 and are designed to recognise and reward charities that are doing excellent work to improve people's health. The awards are open to registered charities that are at least three years old, working in a community health-related 

field in the UK, with a total annual income between £10,000 and £1.5 million.

An overall winner will receive £35,000, nine other winners receive £25,000 and up to ten organisations that are highly commended or runners up receive £5,000 or £3,000. You do not need to present a new project. The awards are designed to recognise success and achievements for existing work.  You decide how to use the award money.

Organisations that win or are highly commended for an IMPACT Award will be offered free training valued at £4,000 for each organisation. Winners will be given a range of resources to help promote their work (such as professional photographs, films, banners and brochures).
