	Projects Update
	Refer to NEP Projects List:
Pirniefield Bank phase 2 – diseased trees removed.  Play equipment to be fitted in 3 weeks. 

Coalhill – 3 bins to be fitted to complete the project.

Easter Road – chicane paths have been ordered.

CCTV – There are concerns about the mobile system.  Battery lasts for 10 hours only.  Compatibility with CEC’s CCTV system could be an issue.  Cameras are difficult to move.

Cables Wynd House – project progressing.  Extra money is needed to complete footpaths which will come from Housing Property Services.

Cycle Hoops – Greener Leith to advise on sites.

Bollards, Safety Guards and signs renewal – programme of work will be available for the next meeting.
Lochend Avenue Fence – Issue resolved at low cost using recycled palisade fencing (£360 from repairs budget)

Newhaven – Alan met with Community Representatives.  CEC had no knowledge of the flower pots in place.  Also advised that walls are not built for recycling facilities anymore but it is a good idea to look at the recycling facilities.  Agreed with reps SfC will send out questionnaires and reps will ensure that as many come back as possible.  Expectations need to be carefully managed.  Greener Leith would be willing to work with the group to help with the consultation.

Boundary Square – Plans reviewed and costs reduced from £99k to £65k.  POLHA has asked for £50,000 from the HBE Action Group and they will contribute £15k.  It was agreed to award £32,500 if POLHA can find the remainder.

Trees – all grills apart from 3 removed.  Further work is required.  It was agreed to use the remainder of the roads money to complete the work if Taskforce are unable to do so.

A new tender has gone out for NEP.  Therefore cannot use contractor until contract awarded.
