LALN

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	3. REPORTS FROM PARTNERS  

Willie Barr - VOLT
The local organisations are concerned about the level of forthcoming budget reductions and it looks as if this may be as much as 10% when everything is taken into account.  Willie is collating the anticipated effect or these reductions on local services.  This is especially worrying in relation to GIRFEC development and the need to protect early intervention and prevention services. 

Citadel has attracted new resources to employ an additional 4 staff (not all full time).  One project is Leith New Spin Project an older people and young people’s hobbies project.  They are looking for an allotment for young people and older people together can grow things also recently developed a Leith Wide Physical Activity project. 

Early Years Forum meets tonight.

Budget reductions are also affecting early years – there is discussions about amalgamating some nurseries.  There will also be reductions in free full time nursery places.  There has also been some thought to having an area based approach to the use of nursery Head Teachers and this could be taken forward locally via the EYF.  Fund raiser soon to Leith CC and POHLA for help.  Also possible award for Leith Academy.
