3. Welcome and Introductions - Chair

George apologised for the confusion which led to the cancellation of the last meeting. He confirmed that the NP would carry out a thorough investigation to identify how communication lines broke down and to ensure that this does not happen again. 

4. Minutes of Previous Meeting: 
The minutes from the previous meeting were approved. 
5. Neighbourhood Environmental programme Scoring
It was decided at the previous meeting that road and footpath projects should not be scored in the same way as other neighbourhood projects as many of the scoring categories are irrelevant. Peter suggested that instead of scoring the projects, the group should organise a bus tour of the areas that had been highlighted for improvements. The projects can then be prioritised by need. It was agreed that a Saturday would be the best time to go on the tour but the date will be confirmed and circulated to the group. Action: George/Peter.
It was agreed that in future projects will be grouped by type for ease of discussion.  Action: Mandy
All other projects were discussed and graded as per Appendix 1
George stressed the importance of community engagement in environmental projects and that community councils should be encouraged to put proposals forward for consideration. 

6. Community Safety & Environmental Wardens Update
Due to time constraints, both updates will be deferred. Information will be given at the next meeting. Action: Peter. 
7. Open Space Scoping Update – Mandy
Extensive consultation has been carried out and two areas in Wardieburn and Granton have been identified for use as community orchards and/or allotments. The sites in Wardieburn Drive and Pilton Drive North will be prepped by the taskforce after this season’s cutting and weeding is done and planting will take place early next year. George confirmed that local residents are very keen to take part in the upkeep of the areas but would like to see more consultation being done to find out if people would like to see the land used for allotments, orchards or gardens.
8. Roads / Dropped Pavements Update
There is an issue with the number kerbs in the city which have been illegally dropped without permits. This can cause road safety issues as it can be difficult for pedestrians to identify driveways. A letter was sent to residents in Boswall reminding them of the need for the proper permissions, as a result of which there has been a slight increase in the number of applications for dropped kerbs.  George was concerned that there was still a public safety issue, in particular outside Granton school, and asked that Neil McFarlane be invited to the next meeting to give an update on the situation. Action: Peter.  
9. AOB
Previous NEP’s

Mandy gave a brief update on the progress of the Muirhouse Park project. She is still waiting to find out if planning permission is required for increased lighting and CCTV. It would be useful to find out if any similar projects have been carried out elsewhere and follow their example. Roy pointed out that winter is coming and the nights would be getting darker so the issue must be prioritised. Action: Mandy

George requested an update on the Victoria Park lighting project. This will be kept on the agenda for the next meeting and Steven will be consulted about the issue when he returns from leave. Action: Peter
