	3.  Presentation: Drumbrae Library Development 
	

	· Ewan McCormack updated the group on Drumbrae Library, timescales, feed in, questions, plans.  Handout given out.  Originally there were 2 sites that were considered.  Rannoch Terrace, right next to the Rannoch Centre and beside Drumbrae Leisure Centre.  As the Leisure Centre built on some of the land this was no longer an option plus at Rannoch Terrace the area is accessible, near shops and good travel routes.  700 residents were surveyed from East Craigs, Clermiston, Drum Brae, Corstorphine, etc about what they wanted from a new library.  They wanted to speak be able to speak to Community Safety Staff, face to face, pay their rent, meeting rooms and a café, etc.
· Timescales – Will start the planning process in 2-3 months and hope be through in November.  9 months planning process (optimistic) then Construction Company on Board.  Think late autumn they will start work.  1 Year construction and hope to be ready late 2011, early 2012. Will keep up community engagement to feed into design and have Focus Group on board with Alan, Parents Council, Joan and Alan from Rannoch Centre.  Engagement with all ages and in particular primaries, secondaries, youth groups on what they want, how it should look, what kind of games and computers
· Internal Design Company that works on libraries in Edinburgh are going to help design Drumbrae. More information on Drumbrae can be found on: http://www.edinburgh.gov.uk/internet/Leisure/Libraries/Your_nearest_library/CEC_drumbrae_centre and Ewan McCormack is the contact on 469 5604 or ewan.mccormack@edinburgh.gov.uk. 
· We are given £3.5 million to build the library and now Health and Social Care approached to build a new Day Care Centre and also there is consideration for the West Neighbourhood Team to be relocated to the library as the lease on Chesser House comes to an end in 2014.
· Plans were shown to the group and discussions about landscaping and bring the Rannoch Centre and the new library together.

· Consideration for a Youth For You section in the library

· Need to consider environmental impact of the library in the area and this is assessed under BREAM.
