The Portobello/Craigmillar Voluntary Sector Subgroup met on Wednesday, 01st September at Cre8te in Craigmillar. The meeting was chaired by Martin Smith – Local Voluntary Sector Representative - and there were 21 people present from a range of local voluntary organisations.

Issues to take forward to the Neighbourhood Partnership
· The Voluntary Sector Subgroup called for a robust Impact Analysis of the potential loss of FSF investment in the Portobello/Craigmillar Neighbourhood which explores the effects on FSF projects as well as on other partner projects.
· The Voluntary Sector Subgroup calls for clarity on how the knowledge and experience of local organisations and local residents will influence the Council’s Anti Poverty (Regeneration) Strategy.
· The Voluntary Sector Subgroup is clearly of the view that community development is integral to any effective and meaningful Anti Poverty Strategy.

· The Voluntary Sector Subgroup calls for more transparency over FSF funding in the last seven months of the Fund, particularly in the following areas - the identification of need, the assessment of programme proposals, and partnership decision-making.
