Item 2 Presentation from John Beaton M.S.Y.P.  re. West Edinburgh Youth Bank

The presentation gave an insight in to the concept of Youth Banks. 

Supported by the Almond Neighbourhood Partnership, local youth banks will be formed. Their aim is to involve young people in prioritising which youth services should be supported in their communities. Funding will be allocated to services through the positive engagement of young people in deciding which youth projects should be prioritised.
Item 3 Almond Neighbourhood Summer Programme

 Concern was expressed about the refusal to support Queensferry Community Association’s bid for neighbourhood funding.
