	4. Information Sharing

· Library held children’s weekly event over summer, very successful 650 children signed up.
· Drumbrae/Kirkliston combined SPACE project for 0 – 8 year olds - open day October.

· Munro centre – increased activities – Pipe Band
· PC Mark Coull - on 21 Sept start of the New Safer Neighbourhood Team. Designated area’s - council political wards (Almond, Drumbrae, Corstorphine/Murrayfield) - focus on 3 priorities across the area’s - (Prevention, Schools, Vandalism Graffiti). 
· Operation Kalabash targeting hots spots for 6 weeks – calls down 29%.

· New young people behaviour contracts set up. 
· Tom suggested that we should think about how to involve more parents in the group. 
	

	5. Isla Anderson – CLDW Craigmount: 
· Isla Anderson gave an update on the youth summer programme.  Activities were well attended, although feedback back from young people suggested the programme was very outdoor focused, a holiday planning group has been set up with young people who have attended previous programmes to look at developing a more varied programme.
· Look at prices of activities  – M & D’s £5 for all day trip 

· Drumbrae open day was very wet still reasonable numbers. Look at advertising/marketing of this event.
· Circulate summer programme statistics. 

· Isla gave a talk on her work as a School based Youth worker in Craigmount High School (report attached), Isla works with a wide spectrum of you people in the school on an individual basis and group work. School based youth workers are co-ordinated across the city.

· Schools are also supported by other organisations and other CLD workers who have a wider remit than school based youth worker post.

· The Almond and Western Neighbourhood Partnerships secured funding for 2 development posts to role out the SPACE framework until March 2011.  Our local version of this is called Our SPACE in the West which is a multi-agency approach giving local children and young people the best start in life.  We aim to do this by offering parents, carers and their children the support, advice and information they need.
