Minutes 
The minutes of the meeting on 30th July were accepted as an accurate record by George Gordon and seconded by Joan Turner.

Matters Arising
2.1
CW checked on proposed site for planned Health facility in Muirhouse.  Confirmed that the 2 sites actively being considered for the Muirhouse Partnership Centre (the ‘working name for new centre’) are Craigroyston High School and Muirhouse Shopping Centre, with the shopping centre remaining the site of choice.  Community consultation still to take place and DC confirmed that no consultation has taken place with the leaseholders in the shopping centre.  Timescale?  2012 suggested but not clear whether this is a start or completion date.


A Health Centre is planned for the Waterfront area some time in the future.

Concerns that there is no active involvement with Health at the the Forth Neighbourhood Partnership level.  Ian MacKay has been mentioned but no contact yet.  Ask the FNP to get NHS to clarify. Agreed that Chair of Health Action Group should write to David Small (with help from Cathy Wood) asking that they update the FNP re the situation of the new Health Centre in Muirhouse.

Alcohol Reduction - Danny Campbell

3. Protection and Controls – community safety issues

JP advised that we still need to narrow this down to 2 or 3 achievable key areas/priorities that the Neighbourhood Partnership can work on to improve. e.g. Ask the NP to put pressure on AADIE (Action on Alcohol and Drugs in Edinburgh) to review mental health services to alcoholics. Stop Smoking Service

Avril Hunter from the Stop Smoking Service based in PCHP updated us on this work.  Avril is currently trying to spread the word in the community.  A group currently meets in PCHP on Monday Mornings and one:one sessions in Muirhouse Medical Group on Wednesday afternoons.  It is hoped to establish another group in The Millennium Centre on Thursday afternoons.
Can organise prescriptions for gum, patches etc with GP for clients attending sessions.

Royal Victoria Hospital 

IG advised that the business case for RVH is going ahead.  Timescale: 2010 (not clear whether this is the start or completion date). Patients from the RVH are to be re-located in a new purpose-built unit at Western General Hospital.  The Paderewski Building at the Porterfield Road entrance is to be demolished to provide a site for this new building.  Patients with more severe problems will be transferred to the Royal Edinburgh Hospital.  An agreement has been made that the land at the Royal Victoria site sold for housing will include homes/facilities for older people.
