· Conflict over Chair - some CC’s not keen to Chair and felt CEC staff are paid to do this.  Other CC’s willing to Chair with back up from CEC and NET staff.

· CC Chair would need to have authority similar to a CEC Councillor to deal with CEC staff as required
· Chair would organise meetings - CEC staff would prepare work and work to deadlines and be answerable to Chair

· CEC staff would administer the group

· Communication back to CC’s needs to be efficient - this is the responsibility of each CC rep on the group - 2 elected reps from each CC

· Issues will be fed into FNP through CC reps and CEC staff 
· PS will draw up a draft remit of this group and distribute to all community councils

Other Issues
3.1
Joan Turner advised that many of the Royston/Wardieburn/Granton residents are confused regarding the regeneration of their area.  Consultations took place planning big changes for people had the stock transfer gone ahead.  Some tenants are unsure if their houses are secure or whether future demolition is still on the plans.  It was suggested the R/W CC set up a sub group to discuss concerns with local residents.

Street lighting continually out at the corner of Boswall Parkway and Crewe Road North.

CCTV was suggested for this area at the bus stop and shopping area.  Problems with noise and vandalism affect the residents who live above the shops.  There are several problems around this regarding funding and lack of interest from shop keepers who are not interested in contributing towards CCTV in this area.  Ruth Stanley advised she has links to the Bus Shelter Manager and a small working group has been set up to discuss problems across the City in dealing with anti-social behaviour in bus shelters.

The future of funding for environmental improvements is under discussion.  CEC Councillors suggest that Area Boards integrate with the Neighbourhood Partnership and Action Group structure.
