	8 – AOB
Duke of Edinburgh Award – Thomas Brown reported that groups had started in Blackhall Mosque – girls only on Thursdays, boys on Fridays.  The mosque has received a grant of £3000 from the Neighbourhood Partnership for sports equipment.  It is difficult to get funding for separate sex projects.

Callum & Paul will investigate venues where mix sex provision can meet in Blackhall starting in the summer eg Blackhall Library, empty units in the retail park.

Thomas expressed concern about the funding of the breakfast clubs in Drylaw NC in the next financial year but Christine informed the group that funding is under further consideration and a final decision is expected soon.

Climate Challenge Funding – 

Thomas informed the group that Drylaw NC and MYDG had submitted a bid to provide cycling and bike maintenance training in 14 primary schools but that funding of £70,000 from the Fairer Scotland Fund (Health) had already gone to a private company. Christine agreed to follow up with the health inequalities group.
City Wide Youth Forum –

Young Edinburgh is running a consultation on establishing a city-wide youth forum.
