3. Health Care Acquired Infections
Scott Forrest from Lothian Health gave a presentation.

Noro Virus – Winter vomiting disease
· Common in hospitals and cruise ships alike

· Cruise ship environment is very similar to hospital where this kind of virus will spread very quickly. 

· It has a very short incubation period

· Very severe d+v for 24 to 48 hours

· Example of cruise ship where none of the Filipino staff became sick, only passengers and non-Filipino staff – not clear why this should happen.

· Some blood groups, A and O are more sensitive to the virus.  Group B are more resistant – perhaps the Filipinos were blood group B?

· Alcohol hand gels don’t work for prevention of this virus!

MRSA – Meticillin Resistant Staphylococcus Aureus

· A bug which is resistant to a group of antibiotics
· Many people carry the bug which does not affect them at all if they are reasonably fit and healthy
· Only dangerous for very sick patients 
· Used to isolate infected ‘well’ patients but there are not enough single rooms to allow this and it would result in depriving seriously ill patients from getting a private room
· Screening is ineffective as the situation changes from day to day as people shower and remove traces of the bug.
· The key to avoiding spread of infection is “WASH YOUR HANDS”

The current Health Target is to cut infections by 30% in the next 3 years.  

4. Dental Registration
No recent research available on this or any indication of problems in the area.  

It was noted that the waiting list at Boswall Parkway is closed and that Mr Waters cannot attract a new NHS Dentist to the Practice.
Pennywell Dentist also has closed waiting list currently.
