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Purpose of report
1
This report provides details of applications to the Neighbourhood Partnership’s Community Grants Fund in 2008/9. The Partnership is asked to consider these proposals under the terms of the scheme.

The details of pending applications appears in appendix one. 

Main report

2
The Neighbourhood Partnership Community Grants Fund budget amounted to £52,315 in 2008/09. 

As at 2nd February 2009 a total of £16,211 remains to be allocated.
Applications recommended for approval:
3
Drylaw Neighbourhood Centre has applied for £900 towards putting on a series of events to celebrate International Women’s Day 2009 (2nd March) around the theme of Women in Literature in various venues across the Inverleith ward, including the 2 libraries. The grant is to fund staff costs (£194), publicity (£200), resources (£200) and crèche costs (£300). 
This proposal progresses the Inverleith NP outcome of improving and maintaining the health and well-being of the community, meets the Community Grants Fund criteria and an award of £900 is recommended.
4
Edinburgh Treefest and Woodmarket has applied for £5000 towards putting on a series of craft and other activity events and celebrations as part of the 8th Annual Edinburgh Treefest and Woodmarket which is held in Inverleith Park in July and which attracts approximately 30,000 visitors over 2 days. 
This proposal progresses the Inverleith NP outcomes of improving and maintaining the health and well-being of the community, and also creating an environment where children and young people have access to sports and leisure activities. It also meets the Community Grants Fund criteria and an award of £5000 is recommended.
5
Drylaw Neighbourhood Centre, in collaboration with Fet-Lor Youth Centre and Community Learning and Development have applied for £1557 towards the development of Duke of Edinburgh Awards locally. This grant would provide a monthly drop-in for participants and open sessions to raise awareness of the scheme to young people and parents / carers in Inverleith. Staffing costs (£465), residential costs (£1042) and catering costs (£50). 
This proposal progresses the Inverleith NP outcome of creating an environment where children and young people have access to sports and leisure activities. It also meets the Community Grants Fund criteria and an award of £1557 is recommended.
6
Drylaw Neighbourhood Centre has applied for £2500 to increase resources available for youth and children’s work, by purchasing a wide range of arts / crafts and games equipment (£1000) and provide tutors to offer a total of 24 dance, arts and massage sessions and an emergency first aid course for up to 12 participants (£1500). 
This proposal progresses the Inverleith NP outcome of creating an environment where children and young people have access to sports and leisure activities. It also meets the Community Grants Fund criteria and an award of £2500 is recommended.
7
North Edinburgh Arts Centre has applied for £4985 for artist fees (£3300), materials (£750), and other costs (£935) from both Inverleith and Forth NPs to work with young people aged 10 to 16 in a ‘carnival club’ of multi art workshops over 12 weeks, building community cohesion and culminating in performances at Edinburgh Mela and other venues. Young people from Inverleith will be specifically targeted through schools, youth groups and other organisations and will work together with young people from Forth ward.

This proposal progresses the Inverleith NP outcome of creating an environment where children and young people have access to sports and leisure activities. It also meets the Community Grants Fund criteria and an award of £4985 is recommended.
Applications recommended for continuation:
8
Friends of King George V and Scotland Yard Parks has applied for £6,511 towards undertaking initial building work at the mouth of the disused railway tunnel to develop a youth facility, following the research project funding by Inverleith Neighbourhood Partnership last year. They have also requested the same amounts from Leith and City Centre Neighbourhood Partnership for this extensive work. The full evaluation report is due to be submitted at end January.
In order to fully assess the findings of the research project, it is recommended that this proposal is continued until May meeting.
Applications withdrawn:
9
Life Care had applied for £5,000 towards installing a noticeboard (£1160 plus VAT) to publicise events and activities at the Centre and throughout the ward, and also to purchase stacking chairs and storage trolley (£3472 plus VAT) for use in the ‘hexagonal community room’ which is used by a wide range of users and activities.  
During assessment and fully costing this project, it was decided by LifeCare to withdraw the application for this financial year in order to submit a new application in 2009/10.
Financial Implications

The grants recommended for approval in this report total £14,942, which would leave a balance of £1,269 for future allocation. 


These amounts are shown in appendix 1 which also provides a current list of applications.

(vi) continue the application for Friends of King George V and Scotland Yard Parks as detailed in paragraph 8;
(vii) Note the withdrawal of the application from Life Care as detailed in paragraph 9;
(viii) note the balance available for future allocation in 2008/2009.
