TRAINING COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

*Anaphylaxis/Allergies – 2 hours (NHS)

A chance for staff to learn about allergies e.g. asthma and what can trigger an allergy as well as how to recognise the symptoms. The tutor will touch on Asthma and Epilepsy awareness and what to do if you see a child having an epileptic seizure.  You will also learn how to deal with an emergency (anaphylaxis) situation and to use an Epipen.

*Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (A.D.H.D.) – 3 hours (Ed Council)

The training will provide a definition of what ADHD is and give useful information and some practical strategies for working with children with this disability.  Participants will work in groups to identify areas of improvement in their workplace when working with children who have ADHD.      

*Autism Awareness – 3 hours (LAS)

Autism Spectrum Conditions (ASC) are explored through reference to the Triad of Impairments & additional differences (such as sensory sensitivities).  The aims of the course are to provide an understanding of the specific difficulties and differences related to ASC.  It will also provide an understanding of how the difficulties and differences manifest themselves in terms of behaviours to monitor.  In addition, we aim to enable an empathetic approach to working with people on the Autism Spectrum by being able to consider the physical and social environment through the eyes of the child with autism.

*Inclusive Play Workshop - 4 hours (The Yard) 

Participants will learn how to make the best use of the ‘resources’ that are around us in regard to indoor and outdoor play.  This course will also cover the use of reflective accounts to evaluate practice and shape it accordingly.  It is a practical hands-on session, where participants will work in groups, creating a variety of play opportunities.   We also aim to raise awareness of the various types of play.
*Introduction to Challenging Behaviour - 2 hours (VTSS) 

Participants will identify challenging behaviour and its causes and gain a better insight to the different ways of dealing with challenging behaviour. The course is also useful as a starting point in the functional analysis of children’s behaviour.

*Managing Challenging Behaviour - 3 hours (LAS)

The concept of ‘challenging behaviour’ is discussed and tools for prevention are introduced.  ‘General’ prevention tools are explored through developing an understanding of possible stressors and triggers. ‘Specific’ prevention strategies relating to the specific areas of individual difficulties and differences are also introduced. Formalised approaches that can be used to develop knowledge of an individual’s triggers are discussed. The course aims to enable participants to anticipate/predict when ‘challenging’ behaviour may occur.  It also provides general practical strategies to help deal with challenging behaviour and to provide practical strategies to help with an individual’s difficulties and differences. 

*Signalong (Introduction to Sign Language) - 3 hours (Tailor Ed)
Participants will learn, develop and practice basic sign language with other childcare workers using some useful signs that can be utilised in a variety of settings with children.  It is anticipated that you will learn and practice around 80 ‘signs’ in this course and have fun in the process of doing so! 

*Strategies to Aid Communication – 2 hours (VTSS)

This is an introduction for staff who have worked with (or are soon to work with) children with additional learning needs. There is a wide variety of children with additional needs in mainstream schools and this session gives staff some strategies to assist them in giving pupils a positive experience.  The session includes practical ideas, as well as an introduction to some basic sign language.

*Anti Bullying Training (part 1+2) – 2.5 hrs each course (Children’s Inc & Ed Inc)

This course is split into two parts; part one is an introduction to bullying which will develop our understanding of the impact that bullying has on individuals, family and society.  Participants will learn to identify signs and behaviour which could distinguish what bullying behaviour is and what it is not.  We will also look at some of the factors which may lead to bullying.  

Part two will focus more on case scenarios and practical strategies on how to deal with bullying behaviour wherever this may take place.  This training will take place between April 2010 and June 2010 and participants must have completed part one to be able to participate in part two.
