               Children and Families Workshop

The Children and Families local co-ordinating group is using the Communities that Care approach as the basis for local service planning. 

The Children and Families workshop was split into five groups  each one focusing on a different Communities that Care domain. These were: family, young people, community, school and alcohol. 

Participants from a range statutory and voluntary organisations then identified the actions that should be undertaken to address each of the risk factors.

Within each domain the following recommendations were made:
