	Accident on Bruntsfield Links
· Mr Hickling described the circumstances of his accident on 17 January 2009. He advised that he had been seriously injured when a cyclist, who was riding on the footpath, collided with him at the junction of Bruntsfield Crescent and Greenhill Gardens. He noted that he was aware of many other similar ‘near miss’ incidents.

· David Doig circulated a plan of the junction showing proposals change the junction layout to minimise similar incidents in the future. Following discussion and suggestions for improvements to the design it was agreed that group members should forward any other suggestions to David by Friday 7th May for incorporation into the final design.

· Cllr Godzik suggested that there should be an audit of safety in the Meadows in relation to cyclists and pedestrians and this should incorporate clarification on the legal position regarding cycling on the Meadows footpaths. This to be considered at the next meeting with a broadened scope to consider signage in the park.
· Alastair Philp noted that the junction of Meadow Place/ Marchmont Road should be considered for remedial action, particularly of the bottom of Meadow Place is closed.
