Progress





The re-housing of residents in Weir Court is progressing well, all the tenants have been re-housed and there is only one owner buyback to complete.   





The Re-housing of residents in Glenalmond Court began on 20 July 2009.  So far 15 tenants have been re-housed and one owner occupied property has been bought back. 





The Broomview gap site reinstatement has been completed.

Consultation

Masterplanning


James Patterson of Broadway Malyan led a discussion on the findings of the last meeting regarding the master planning of the site.





Pedestrian Links 


There was general agreement that the North/South and East/West links across the area should be improved.





Millenium Planting


Everyone agreed that the millennium planting should be thinned out and that removing some of it should be considered as this will provide increased passive surveillance of the park.





Playpark


It was thought that the playpark could be moved closer to the 


housing to be developed on the site, and that it should be near the family housing on the site.



























































Community Facilities


There was general agreement that any community facilities should not be in the centre of the site.  The facility should be visible to the local communities that it is to serve and therefore should be located close to Calder Road and/or Broomhouse Road.





Housing and Community Facility Styles


Pictures of different types of buildings were shown to the group, to show permutations of how community facilities and housing could be connected.  





There were examples of community facilities on the ground floor and residential properties above.  There were examples of community facilities and housing separated by either a courtyard in between or a street between.





There was discussion about garden/amenity space for homes.  The community group did not want deck access flats again and were told that this would not be the case.  Different types of balcony/terrace provision were looked at, and different types of garden space.  





The community representatives were concerned about how private and public space would work in the new development and felt this was an important issue.  The masterplanners agreed it was important to get this right.
