	4.   Proposed Junction at Fountainbridge & Gardner’s Crescent -

      David Salton CDD
DS gave a presentation on the above topic, noting junction improvements to benefit pedestrians and cyclists in respect to improving cycle and pedestrian journeys.  The proposed work was due to start in April 2010 and take duration of 12 weeks in off peak times.
Cost of the project was £500K made up from section 75 contributions and government contributions through the initiative Safer Streets.  Some amendments to the original design have been made after extensive consultation.  DS confirmed that comments from the SW Transport Forum were most welcome to go forward as part of the consultation exercise.  DS confirmed that funding for this project was secure at this time.
· AB was thought widening of the pavements to soften corners would ease pedestrians getting across at junctions without hampering large vehicles, this was also noted by David Rintoul in a correspondence.

· KB queried replacement of taxi rank, better on other side of road? LH to investigate decision process regarding previous stance design planned for canal side and feed any relevant information into the Taxi Stance Working Group.

· Loading egress from shops, flashing amber light to be considered when pedestrians are crossing is activated, example as in Musselburgh at Shell garage.  Signals would have to be set in sequence to other local traffic lighting sets
· Resurfacing this area took place 6-7 years ago, however DS confirmed that this was not on the project brief and therefore no budget has been allocated to this work.  GD is hoping for some leverage in capital funding to extend resurfacing to Semple Street to compliment the capital works taking place around this area.

	5. Tram Update Presentation – Mike Connelly & Lindsay Donahue TIE
MC presented the following information to the Forum:

· That the trams were in production in Spain through the tendering process (European Trade - Commissioning rules)
· Disability access was in place and has passed numerous safety checks

· It was predicted that after the first year the project would be returning profits.  These were ring fenced into the tram/ bus development.

· All members of the Forum were provided with a trams facts booklet .

· There will only be one stop either way through Princes Street.

· Shandwick Place – West

· St Andrews Square – East

· Frederick Street – Interchange
· Trams will run from Ocean Terminal to the Airport, this initial like will provide the spine of the developing network as part of the evolving integrated transport system.  To include interchangeable ticketing system.

· Trams will carry more passengers quicker and safely.

Forum members asked the following questions:
· Will passenger numbers on trams be encouraged by limiting buses for a period of time?

· The No. 12 bus seems to have a very restricted route along Seafield from Ocean Terminal.  MC to discuss with Bill Campbell.  

· Lothian Buses to display posters in bus shelters to keep the public informed of any changes.

· One stop ticketing system, when will trialing come to the West of the City to educate the public to purchase tickets prior to proposed journey.  Suggested by Forum reduced pricing to encourage this practice.  MC to take back suggestion.

· Bus tracker system, a similar process will be used for trams on screen for each stop.  LD confirmed that studies are ongoing to ensure that information is up to date and correct at all times.  
· The interchange will be the best location to share information on both tram and bus services running at any one time.  This is seen as a sensible priority to develop.
