· Catch up on progress with the regeneration of North Sighthill
21st Century Homes
An update on the 21st Century Homes project was given by the Project Manager, Tricia Brocklebank.
The purpose of the project is to maximise Council housing on the 3 regeneration sites within the city, North Sighthill, Pennywell and Gracemount.  
A bid for approximately £10m in funding for the project has been submitted to the Scottish Government; the outcome will be known by the end of March.  

A business case is being developed by Ernst and Young to assess how to fund the regeneration of the 3 sites.  Once the business case has been approved by Council Committee at the end of March master planners will be appointed, who will work with the community to develop plans for North Sighthill.
Progress
· All residents have now moved out of Hermiston Court.

· Residents in 43 flats in Weir Court have either moved or have an offer of a new house.

Broomview House and Hermiston Court
· The contractors are making good progress in removing the foundation piles; this should be completed by the end of January.  
· It is anticipated the soft stripping of Hermiston Court will begin in March.
